The post holder will manage a small team (the Learning and Impact team) consisting of a 
Research and Evaluation Officer, Data and Information Officer and Media and 
Communications Officer and will oversee the production and publication of high-quality content 
to maximise project impact and the sharing of learning. 

The post holder will work with the project’s Senior Manager to deliver on project priorities and 

ensure all agreed outcomes are met.  

The service delivers a responsive approach, which may include the need for some flexible 

working hours. 
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Salary 

The salary is paid monthly in arrears and will be £32,152 per annum. An employer’s pension 

contribution of 5.5% is also paid. The level of this contribution is reviewed annually. 

Hours of Work 

The hours of work will be 37 hours per week, working Monday to Friday. BHT Sussex does not 

pay overtime but will grant "time off in lieu" if agreed by the Project Manager.
